	Day 3: ST. PETERSBURG
	

	Breakfast. Meeting with guide.
Journey to another historically significant object as Smolny. Until 1917 here was situated an Institute for noble maidens, Russia's first female educational institution, marked the beginning of women's education. In October 1917, the Institute was transferred and in the empty building was the headquarters for the preparations for the uprising of the Bolsheviks, which was led by the Petrograd military revolutionary Committee. Then the Smolny served as the headquarters of the Bolshevik government and Lenin personally. In November 1917 there passed the all-Russian Congress of Soviets that adopted the “decrees on peace and land”. Now Smolny is the official residence of the Governor of Saint Petersburg, here works the Government and Administration of the City.
Visit Finljandski Railway Station. On April, 03, in 1917 Lenin has come to Petrograd and made a speech to workers directly in the Station. The locomotive that brought him, is located on the station platform in glass pavilion now.

Visit State Museum of the Political History of Russia. The Museum collection covers the period of Russian history beginning with the reign of Catherine II and continuing to the most recent events in political life of Russia.
