Extra: You will visit Peter and Paul's Cathedral that is located on the territory of the fortress and is the final resting place of many tzars (the last of them was Nicholas II who was re-buried there together with his family).

Church of the Savior on Spilled Blood — is a wonderful cathedral. Which was constructed on the place of the fatal attempt on the Tsar the Liberator Alexander II.
