	City tour. 

During 3 hours you will see many of the city's most interesting architectural monuments including the Kazan and Isaac and Smolny Cathedrals, the Winter Palace, Summer Garden, Aurora cruiser, Peter and Paul Fortres.  You will know of Vasilevsky Island history - the area of the city that Peter the Great originally planned to be the city center and organized many street-channels.  During the tour stops will be made in panoramic and most attractive places as the  Vasilevsky Island Point, Art Square, St. Isaac Cathedral.

	City tour + Peter and Paul Fortress. During the trip of 4 hours around the City for places of interests you will get an excursion for 1 hour to the 1st and city-forming building in St.Petersburg. In the territory of Peter and Paul Fortress there is a cathedral in which Russian emperors are buried, also the Mint, a prison within the walls and a mark of terrible floods in past. From the beach of the fortress you will be surprised with the stunning view of the front part of the city and the Neva 

	State Hermitage. 

If you have chosen an excursion to the Hermitage only, then the meeting with the guide will be in front of the arch of the Hermitage, opposite the column. 


Before the entrance, you will be given the opportunity to drop off your clothes and  belongings in the cloakroom.

Standard itinerary around the museum takes ~2 hours. There are about 3 million exhibits in total and you will see the most important and interesting.

The halls of the Hermitage are a kaleidoscope of styles from all over the world with a truly royal scope. Gilded scrolls of Rococo and Empire ceiling lamps, parquet made of the most precious woods and ancient Roman mosaics, malachite, silver, and unique marble coexist on a vast space. The tour will start at the luxurious Baroque Jordan Stairs, then you will walk through the main halls, where you will see imperial porcelain, the royal throne, a huge aventurine vase, marble fountains against the backdrop of Greek mosaics, samples of the most valuable fabrics of the 15th century. Be sure to get acquainted with the main masterpieces of the Hermitage - "Madonna Litta" by Da Vinci "Danaea" by Rembrandt, a statue of Jupiter (1st century AD)

After the excursion you can make some photo in the Palace Square near Alexandrovskaya Column

	State Hermitage & Golden Room. The state Hermitage is a treasury containing many unique and priceless exhibits. In addition to the front halls, in very especial room you will see items from ancient mounds, gold items from Scythian, Sarmatian, and ancient Greek craftsmen coexist with richly decorated weapons and utensils inlaid with semiprecious stones

	Yusupov Palace. 

During 1,5 hours with a guide you will learn about the most important nuances of Yusupov family’s life and see one of the most luxurious interior. 

Yusupov palace belonged to one of the richest and most influential families in Russia, and it is also connected with the life of Grigory Rasputin, an ambiguous person who influenced the course of history. By the excursion you will visit cabinet of Prince Yusupov, Mavritany guest room of the Near East design, the Porcelain and Persian boudoirs in “female” part. 
In exposition of Rasputin here are recreated the wax figures of the participants in that fateful night of the murder, a table with refreshments, cakes and wine, which poisoned Rasputin

	Russian museum (1,5-2 hours)  

If you have chosen an excursion to the Russian Museum only, then the meeting with the guide will be in front of the main facade OR near the monument of Pushkin in the Art Square.

 
It is the first state museum of Russian fine arts in Russia. The main and most visited building of the complex is the Mikhailovsky Palace. Parts of the collection are also in the Mikhailovsky Castle, the Marble and Stroganov Palaces. In total, the museum has about 400 thousand exhibits today. These are photographs, coins, paintings from ancient Russian times to the present day, medals, decorative art objects, sculptures, crafts and handmade sewing, icons and samovars even! 

	Faberge Museum (1-1,5 hours)
This private museum was opened in 2013 and is located in the magnificent Shuvalov Palace. In the exhibition you will see the collection of the Imperial Easter Eggs - caskets, watches, snuff boxes, miniatures with moving mechanisms and decorated with precious stones, pearls and diamonds. You can find a golden carriage hidden in an egg here only. Exactly this egg was "stolen" in the epic movie "Ocean's Twelve". The doors of the golden carriage open and a step is taken out. 

You should visit the museum cafe! You will find another miracle: chocolate eggs with yolk and egg white from the chef! 

	Peterhof  Grand Palace by bus (5 hours) OCTOBER – APRIL 

1-1,5 hours you will travel to Peterhof by car / bus along the famous Peterhof road with informative excursion 

The Grand Palace belonged to several royal persons at different times, so the interior was designed in accordance with the fashion and desires of each new owner. You will see luxurious halls created by architects in different styles - with gold carvings, silk gobelins, paintings and magnificent sculptures. 

On the way back (1-1,5 hours), the guide will turn your attention to the Cathedral of Peter and Paul. It was badly damaged, and during the restoration all 16 crosses were installed on the domes with the help of a helicopter.

	Peterhoff. Garden with fountains by hydrofoil (4 hours) 

From the pier in the center of the City, near the Palace Bridge, you will start to Peterhoff by high-speed boat Meteor. The shortest road passes through the Finsky Gulf and it will take only 40 minutes to get to the mini-port in the Lower Park of Peterhof.

During 2 hours guiding walk you will enjoy of Low Park. It is thematically and visually divided into three parts, connected by alleys. Each alley ends with either a fountain or a palace. In total, there are about 150 fountains of various sizes in the park. The elementary simple, but perfectly working water supply system deserves special attention. 

After the excursion, you will again pass along the pier, which is a continuation of the alley from the Grand Cascade, and in 40 minutes you will return to the same pier at the Palace Bridge and the Admiralty

	Peterhoff. Grand Palace, park and fountains by bus (5 hours)

1-1,5 hours you will travel to Peterhof by car / bus along the famous Peterhof road with informative excursion.

1 hours walking with you guide through enfilade of 30 hall of Grand Palace, one of which is an “endless” Ballroom with mirrors

1 -1,5 hours  - excursion around the Low Park. It starts from the Grand Cascade of 200 bronze sculptures and ornaments, about 30 bas-reliefs, 16 vases, statues, busts, as well as lions, dolphins and even frogs!

Than, in 1 hour, you will be back to your hotel in the City

	Peterhoff. Grand Palace, Low Park and fountains by hydrofoil (5 hours)

You will start from the Center of St.Petersburg by speed boat named Meteor and in 40 minutes will see a complex, the prototype of which is Versailles. 

First you will take a walk (1 hours)  through the halls of the Grand Palace. You  will be surprised, but the main staircase of the Palace, almost everywhere covered with gold, is wooden!
 By the walk you will learn of the park history. It was built at the behest of Emperor Peter  the 1st  in honor of Russia's victory in the Northern War, and since then it has been a palace and park ensemble of amazing beauty and unique engineering ensemble.  

	Peterhoff. Grand Palace, Low Park and fountains by private high-speed boat & electric car in Low Park.

First, you will enjoy a breeze walk through the Finnish Gulf, from the pier in the city center. Than you arrive at the Lower Park directly and drive along it with a guided tour (40 minutes) by electric car. Visit the Grand Palace, where different owners decorated their chambers and state rooms in different styles. The whole program from the embankment in the City Center to back will take about 4 hours

	Peterhoff. Monplaisir Palace, park and fountains by bus (5 hours) 

Guide meets you for transfer (1-1,5 hours) to Peterhoff

1-1,5 hours - on the way to Peterhof, you will find stories about the creation of a palace and park complex and a unique and very simple system for supplying water to fountains

1,5 hours - By the walking tour around Low Park you will visit to Monplaisir. Mon Plaisir means "my pleasure" in French, it is one of the most interesting pavilions on the very shore of the Finskiy Gulf. Emperor Peter the Grate by himself came up with the concept of the palace and interior. It combines Dutch simplicity, Chinese ornateness and baroque austerity. One of the most interesting exhibits of the museum is a huge glass mulct cup for wine.

1 hours - on the back way to the St.Peterburg  you can ask you guide about any nuances of sightseeing around.

	Tsarskoye Selo  or Puskin town  (5 hours)

A guide will meet you for 1-1,5 hours excursion along the Tsarskoselskaya Road. Russian tsars traveled the same way, too.

You can get a world fame attractions as Catherine palace with legendary Amber room and Catherine park. Passing through the suite of halls, front rooms and art galleries, you will definitely see the dominant of the palace with 6 tons of amber on an area of 100 square meters worth more than $ 11.35 million. Huge mirrors, silk tapestries and gilded interior decor emphasize the uniqueness of the amber treasury. 
If you take VIP service (up to four persons), you will enter the palace through the front Golden Gate with maximum convenience when passing to the main exposition of the museum

	Pavlovsky Palace (5 hours) 

1,5 hours - on the way to town Pavlovsk you will see milestones and  part of the Tsarskoselskaya Road

The complex of the Pavlovsk palace and park appeared on the former territory of the royal hunting forests. That is why the landscape part of the park looks very realistic! And the front one (Regular Park) with pavilions, bridges and clear alleys does emphasize the beauty of the palace. Palace is built in the style of an Italian villa. Inside gives the feeling that the royal people were here recently and just left...

By the back way (1,5 h) you can listen some stories about Pulkovo meridian, Stalinist buildings and the history of Moskovsky Prospekt

	Catherine palace (Puskin) and  Pavlovsky Palace (Pavlovsk)
2 royal residences are located very close to each other. In one day you can see the Amber Room in the Catherine Palace and the cozy personal royal chambers in the Pavlovsk Palace. The road between these cities takes only 20 minutes.

1,5 hours - for the guiding transfer to Tsarskoye Selo (town Pushkin)

1 hour -  excursion to the Catherine Palace. In  the center of the suite of halls and chambers is the pearl of the palace, the Amber Room

~30 minute for transfer to Pavlovsk past the green park area

1 hour  - for a tour of a very cozy Palace in Pavlovsk

1,5 hours  - for back way to St. Petersburg with guide’s stories of sightseeing around you.

	Boat Trip (1 hour)

It is “must have” excursion in St.Petersburg in the summer. A comfortable boat with panoramic windows starts from one of the central pier and will pass under a variety of bridges and bridges. You will get acquainted with the front part of the city and see the elegant and decorated facades of palaces and mansions from the side of the water 

	Evening boat trip with dinner and live music (2 hours)

Must See event in St.Petersburg to feel the beauty of the front city and enjoy dinner with pleasant music. This cruise usual starts at 7p.m. and 8p.m from the City center. The price does not include meal. You can make your choice of menu

	Private Boat trip along the canals & champagne (2 hours)

You will enjoy of panorama of St.Petersburg from Neva river, canals and Finnish Gulf with guiding service and some light snacks on the boat during the trip. 

	Excursion to the opening of the bridges (3 hours).

Guide will meet you in a hotel at 11.30p.m approximate to enjoy of 'sleepless nights’ show. 

On Summer in St. Petersburg only you will see the monuments and palaces in the light of sunset and the famous opening of bridges nearby. The central bridges of the city – Palace Bridge, Troitski and Liteiny - are open one after the other. Therefore, within an hour you will have time to see a magnificent spectacle three times.

	Konstantinovsky Palace in Strelna (5 hours)

~ 1.5 hour you will pass to Residence of Russian President and congress palace for official meeting. 
Than you will get a 1,5 hours tour of the suite of ceremonial halls and living rooms of the Konstantinovsky Palace, with a visit to the official apartments of the President of the Russian Federation and meeting rooms in an informal setting. Allows  you to get a complete picture of the history of the Strelna Palace and Park Ensemble, and its modern function
On the days of state events, the State Complex "Palace of Congresses" is closed to the public!
